CONSOLIDATED CORA NEWSLETTER. With the rising cost of everything in general, it is more
and more important that we operate cur radic clubs as eccnomically as possible. The rmove
to a consclidated newsletter for the OKC area radisc clubs is Just that; an effort to save
members of all the radio clubs in OKC as much as possible and still provide the wital news ,
information, etc to everybody. The costs break out fairly simply. All clubs will pay an
initial one-time charge of 20¢ per member for addressograph plates. For MORI, this is
approximately £37.50 right now. This 20¢ would alse be paid for each new member and for
addtess changes of current members (So don't move!). Publication and mailing charges will
be approximately l4¢ per member per month ($28.75 right now). For billing purposes, the
membership count will be adjusted twice annually, Mar 1 and Sep 1 (We get a bargain if we
keep growing). Each club will have an Associate Editor on the CORA Newsletter staff and an
Editor will be appeointed (volunteer?) to supervise the actual assembly and publication.
Printing will be handled by Joe Harding, WASZNF at the least cost possikble. Each club will
have up to three pages belonging exclusively to them for their news. In addition, there
willl be six pages for general interest items such as technical articles, perscnal announce-
ments, etc. There is consideration being given to soliciting commercial advertising to
help defray the cost of publication, and with over- 350 circulation, there should be definite
interest. In any case, two items should be stressed. There will be no additicnal cost to
each member. As in the past, the newsletter will be included in the normal dues. Serondly,
you will now recelve all the news of all clubs and all amateur radio activites in the OKC
area.  There may be a lot of interesting activities ¥You have been missing by not getting the
word. This proposal will be presented for approval at the January MORI meeting so please
read this article again, understand it fully, and come prepared te vote!
